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Ivan Štrpka (SLOVAKIA)

(b.1944) is a member of the poetic group Lonely Runners (apart from I. Štrpka it included Peter Repka and the now-deceased Ivan Laučík), which in the early 1960s published a manifesto in the magazine Mladá Tvorba rejecting ideological (i.e. politically motivated) interferences in the literary process, as well as the traditionalist conventions that shackled Slovak poetry. Their manifesto proclaimed a conception of poetry as a free expression of self-utterance, not restricted by anything. Ivan Štrpka gradually developed a rich and extensive poetic oeuvre, characterised – in accordance with the so-called open poem – by a plurality of themes and motifs. His poetry is founded on demanding metaphor, which is a code for the reader.
